Racial violence changes student and school

Duong Nghe Ly can't wait to begin his senior year at South Philadelphia High School. A day of
violence therelast year changed hislife, and he wantsto learn if his school has been transformed as well.

Last Dec. 3, About 30 Asians were injured; seven went to hospitals. Ly was in the lunchroom for what
he calls "theriot." Days later, he was followed home from school and punched in the face on his front stoop.
He had arrived from Vietham two years earlier, speaking nearly no English, the son of poor, uneducated
parents.

Dec. 3 was a turning point. He realized the system must change and that he and his fellow immigrants
were the ones to make that happen. Their method? Guided by local activists, about 50 Asian students
boycotted school for a week.

"Before, | was timid. | didn't really want to get myself into trouble," says Ly, 18. Then he realized, "If
everybody's silent, nobody speaks up, the problem keeps going on without being resolved. | feel like | or my
friends have to speak up and organize to tell peoplethisisnot right.

Duong Ly had a busy summer: An internship at the University of Pennsylvania on Asian health issues;
a psychology class at a community college; trips to conferences in Houston and Boston to discuss his new
activism; being photographed for a Philadel phia magazine story that |abeled the boycotters "heroes."

On Wednesday, he will walk through the battered metal doors of South Philadelphia High to start his

senior year at what he hopesis a changed school.
"I'mreally looking forward to it," he says.

CHILE MINE DISASTER EXPOSESOLD FAMILY FEUDS

SAN JOSE MINE, Chile (AP) -- The disaster will likely keep the miners underground for months.

The miners were asked to send up a note designating who could get their $1,600 (800,000 peso)
salary for August. There are separate bank accounts for each miner, which no family member can touch.
Despite worldwide attention, the miners' financial futureisuncertain when and if they makeit out alive.

The owners of the mining company, San Esteban, have said they may not be able to pay wages in
September, and are considering bankruptcy.

The day after the men were discovered alive, businessman Leonardo Farkas donated $10,000 (5
million pesos) to each miner. That money has been put in the miners' accounts, and Farkas has encouraged
Chileansto donate.

Money donations are distributed evenly among the 33 miners, said Leiva, the social worker.

While every family is focused on seeing its loved one emerge alive, there is another deep, longer-term
worry: Will these men be able to return to work? Many, psychologically and physically, may be unable to go
back in the mines, or refuse to do so. There are few other opportunities in Northern Chile, and many of the
men don't have the education to do anything el se that pays as well.

"Abigworryis: How they will come out?" said Leiva. "They don't have other jobs."
